Though they lost both the warm matches, but they scored 181 runs against Australia 
(219 run) and the match against the Srilanka was very close. Bdesh batted first and 
scored 151 runs and Srilanka had to fight hard for their win in the last over.   
 

Twelve (12) teams, on the basis of 2007 performance, will play in four (4) groups in 
the first round of the tournament. Bangladesh will be playing against the India and 
Ireland. To qualify for the Super 8 round they will need only 1 win.  
 

Top two (2) teams from each group will qualify for the Super eight in two groups. 
Top four teams from Super Eight will qualify for the Semi-Finals.  
Final match of the tournament will be played on 21st June (Sunday).
